Maritime Centre Vellamo, the Icebraker Tarmo and Lightship Kemi
Maritime Centre Vellamo is a mulfifunctional centre along the old
quay which features two museums, The National Maritime Museum of
Finland and Kymenlaakso Regional Museum, as well as a variety of
temporary exhibitions full of stories of the sea and the region. Vellamo
is not an ordinary museum, as you can experience history in a variety
of ways: listen, look, smell, touch and play.

Built in England in 1907, Tarmo was the Grand Duchy of Finland’s third
icebreaker upon its completion. During the first decades of the 20th
cenftury, it was the most powerful and efficient icebreakerin Finland,
able to advance through 80 cm thick solid ice.

The Kemi is the last lightship to have operated in Finland. The ship,
which was completed in1901, secured navigation over the course of
decadesin various shoals on the Finnish coast.

The lightship was a unique workplace, in which the crew worked and
lived nearly uninterrupted from the spring until the late autumn,
rocking on the waves.

Now the ships are museums docked by the Maritime Centre Vellamo.
